From Krash: I have been made aware that some Engine Plates have not been fitted to the correct Skis, which means I need to change these for the Skis about to arrive to you.

Item 1 needs a new Engine number, as 003 is not approved to be registered by USCG - and a new MSO .

Item 2 needs a new HIN number to show 22 (previously 21) and therefore a new MSO.

Item 3 & 4 need new MSOs as the Engine Numbers you will receive are not the same as what is recorded on the MSOs that I have previously emailed and you may receive with Skis

I will make these changes tomorrow and email you copy's of the new MSOs,

The next Skis sent will not have these issues, as all HIN and Engine numbers are fitted in Thailand prior to leaving – email showing these Skis to follow.

Thank you all for being VERY patient during all these world delays. Most of you will be excited to get your new ski. For some this may not be an ideal time and we understand that. It’s definitely not an ideal time for us to get them either but were happy to finally receive them. Shipping and pickup arrangements should be made right away. We can quote shipping with full insurance if you notify us. Make sure your check on full insurance if making your own arrangements.  Off property storage may be a possibility at your own expense and on your own insurance if you can arrange it here in town and it is an accessible facility. Some are not. We can move your ski once the ski is paid in full and we have proof of insurance. We can still uncrate and do setup, add accessories, test run and winterize but unfortunately not be able to do any break in or tuning until the spring when we have 70*/70* water/air temps. We will have a video on how to upload new fuel/timing maps on the Haltech ECU’s for those that want to do it on there own. The program is free and can be downloaded from the Haltech website, Elite 550 series.  We can do it in less than 3 minutes but we have had some practice. The skis seem to run great at sea level and above 4000ft but I know were lacking a little top end at 700ft. Krash is suppose to get some tuning done here in the states but it may be delayed until spring. If that becomes too delayed we have a backup tuner lined up.
